Jean attends primary school, and according to the family, is healthy with no serious illness. In the rainy season, the family obtains water from an open well, approximately 7 km away, and in the dry season they obtain water from an open community well, approximately 2 km away. Their nearest health facility is about two hours away, and their latrine is a hole in the ground.
