Fish Pond Donations - plans are underway for our Old Fashioned Fun Day and BBQ on Sunday, September 20th - but we need your help! Once again this year, we will be having a fishpond for the children, and would appreciate it if you could donate some items. We are looking for small, preferably gender neutral, non-violent (no guns or weapons, please!) toys and games, or other little gifts. Suggestions are: gum (sugar-free would be preferable), balls, notepads, etc. Items can be dropped off at the church office until September 13th. Thank you for your support!
We Have a New Foster Child! - We are delighted to share that Christian Rene, one of our foster children for many years, has now reached adulthood (18 years of age) and has successfully graduated from the Foster Children’s Plan sponsorship program. We wish him and his family the very best!  What this now means is that we have a new foster child. Jean Douvens Denis is 9 years old, and lives in the community of Dade, Haiti. He lives with his mother, Immacula, who is a peasant farmer, and they live in a house made of stone with a corrugated metal roof. Jean attends primary school, and according to the family, is healthy with no serious illness. In the rainy season, the family obtains water from an open well, approximately 7 km away, and in the dry season they obtain water from an open community well, approximately 2 km away. Their nearest health facility is about two hours away, and their latrine is a hole in the ground. 

The Bridges To Hope Community Kitchen is now a reality, thanks to the support of two community organizations. The Rotary Club of St. John’s and the United Way of Newfoundland and Labrador have each committed $25,000.00 towards the project. The total cost of the project is an estimated $60,000.00 with the difference being supported by a grant of $7,500.00 from “Sharing Bread” Program of the United Church of Canada and $3,500.00 of in-kind cabinetry from David Forward of Designer Kitchens. BTH Program Director, Derek Winsor, said today that this project has been a goal of the Bridges To Hope volunteer Board of Directors and today; their hard work has become reality. He explained that the purpose of the kitchen is to assist individuals in teaching them how to prepare meals instead of eating from a tin.  It is also there to support individuals who live alone to socialize while, at the same time, sharing resources in preparing their meals. In September, Bridges To Hope will introduce two programs designed to assist individuals with basic life skills, namely, the Home Smart Program and Healthy Living Education Program.
